Tiered seating 

There is no lift access to the balcony. 

If you require flat floor access, please book in the Arena or Stalls. 

Women’s toilets are most accessible from seats on the left-hand side of the Balcony. 

Men’s toilets are most accessible from seats on the right-hand side of the Balcony. 

  



Stalls 

 

 

Row J in the centre Stalls and row L in the side Stalls (front rows) have flat floor access. All 

other rows have two steps up. 

Please contact the Box Office if you need a wheelchair position. 

Women’s and disabled toilets are most accessible from seats on the right-hand side of the 

Stalls. 

Men’s toilets are most accessible from seats on the left-hand side of the Stalls.

Flat floor seating 

Women’s and disabled toilets are most accessible from seats on the right-hand side of the 

Arena. 

Men’s toilets are most accessible from seats on the left-hand side of the Arena. 

 

 

 



Arena for standing events 
 

 

 

Both Stalls and Arena seats become a standing area for standing shows. 

5 wheelchair spaces with 5 personal assistants. 

Women’s and disabled toilets are most accessible from doors on the right-hand side of the 

Arena. 

Men’s toilets are most accessible from doors on the left-hand side of the Arena.
